ROTARY YOUTH EXCHANGE

SECURITY CLEARANCE POLICY

The security policy that is now in place within Rotary with respect to the youth program states:

Police records check are required for host families (to include all occupants 18 years and older) as well as anyone else who will have extended unsupervised contact, on a one to one basis, with you who are participating in rotary Youth Programs.

Unsupervised contact will be interpreted to be as being in the company of a youth when there will be no other persons around.

Please find below, an explanation of the above when to put into our clubs interaction with exchange student.

· Interaction with the exchange student on day trips, evening events, etc. will require no security check.

· Any situation whereby there is overnight or multiple days & nights interaction with the exchange student, are to be treated in the same manner as host families, in that a security check will be required to be done for all family participant members 18 years of age or older.

Example:  Rotarian & family going on a weekend ski trip with exchange student.



Rotarian & family going to Edmonton for weekend with exchange student.

· Club sponsored events which involve interaction with or participation by multiple Rotarians and involve overnight are exempt from security checks.

Example:  Rotary Club Sponsored Ski Trip

QUESTIONS & ANSWERS

Question:
How do I go about obtaining a security check?

Answer:
Go down to the R.C.M.P. Detachment and provide 2 pieces of Government Issue Identification.  One must have a photograph.  Acceptable I.D is as follows:

· Driver’s License

· Firearms Acquisition Certificate

· Alberta Health Care Card

· Passport

Question:
Is there a cost to me for obtaining a security check?

Answer:
No!  If you advise the member at the front desk that you are with the Rotary Club and that you are involved in the youth exchange program, the check will be provided for no charge.

Question:
Can the forms not be brought to the Rotary Club Friday lunch meeting for completion as this would save much time for our members?

Answer:
No!  We are required to provide 2 pieces of Government Issue identification.  This requires your presence at the detachment.

Question:
How long will it take to get my security check back?

Answer:
Generally around 4 days.

Question:
What do I do with my background check document once I have received it from the RCMP?

Answer:
Place the background check in a sealed envelope and mail or deliver to the following address:
